excellent opportunity to come face-to-face with the Big 5 (lion, leopard, rhino, elephant and buffalo) and many, many 

other mammals and bird species. The unusually long period of time which we spend in this area accords us the 
opportunity to follow the day-by-day lives of the animals and birds resident in the area. During the heat of the day we 

can relax on the patio in the shade of a century-old Weeping Boer Bean tree or cool down in the swimming pool. At 
night the camp is transformed into an African wonderland with kerosene flares, creating a true safari ambience. 

Accommodation is in fully furnished, brick & thatch chalets all with en-suite facilities and power points. 

 
Following our last game drive on the final morning we shall set off via the famous ‘Panoramic Route’ as we tour back 

through the Mpumalanga region of South Africa (visiting amongst others the stunning Blyde River Canyon, God’s 

Window and Lisbon Falls) en route to ‘Kruger Airport’ for the flight back to Johannesburg and onwards to Humberside.

After a good night’s sleep and breakfast we go back to the airport for our internal flight eastwards to Hoedspruit 

situated in the wilderness of the Limpopo Region

Be collected & transfered to Gomo Gomo Private Game Reserve in the Timbavati game Reserve which is part of the 

Greater Kruger Park (a very large area of private farmland adjoining the Kruger Park transferred back to nature) for six 

days / five nights inclusive of all meals and two game drives each day.  

 

Viewing the wildlife normally includes an early morning game drive departing as the sun is rising and a late afternoon 

drive which continues into the early evening, enabling us to observe the nocturnal activities of the animals and birds 

by spotlight. The atypically long period of time we are spending on safari in the area gives us the ability to watch and 

follow various animals and birds for a number of days so we can have a charming glimpse into their lives. There may 

be a lion kill which we keep an eye on as various scavangers gradually reduce it to bones or a lair where young hyenas 

are brought out for the first time. Sometimes young hornbill chicks are being fed grubs through a mudded-up hole in a 

tree or a troop of baboons move slowly through a forest playing, feeding  and grooming each other. The fact is, here 

we have the time to come down to Earth and take it all in without the need to rush through, ticking animals off from a 

checklist!

After a final morning game drive we have breakfast and are collected at 10am for a very  scenic transfer towards 

‘Kruger Airport’. En route we explore the beautiful Mpumulanga region visiting Blyde River Canyon, Bourke’s Luck 

potholes, Lisbon Falls & God’s Window. Lunch is included at Grasskop. We take the late afternoon flight to 

Johannesburg and onwards to Amsterdam and Humberside.
